Dear ones,
Now we wait for three
weeks to hear the
pathology report on the test
on the lump. Depend-
ing the score, chemo may
or may not be prescribed.
We visited the oncologist
today. He said her pro-
gesterone and estrogen
are positive--that's
good. Her HER2 is
negative and that is
good. So, an oncotype test
is being done to determine
the score for the tumor
itself. Then we (doctor

and we) can decide whether chemo will be recommended or not. That
appointment is scheduled for November 20.The surgeon and the oncologist are
both pleased so far with what we know.

“The prayer of a righteous person has great power” James 5:16
The Chinese Communist party said they’d rewrite the Bible to agree with
Chinese socialist party. One example has happened already. In a
textbook published by the government-run University of Electronic
Science and Technology Press, used to teach “professional ethics and
law” in vocational schools, the party changed the biblical message. In
the original biblical story in John 8, Jesus goes to the temple courts,
where the teachers of the law and the Pharisees bring him a woman
caught in adultery and ask Christ if she should be stoned. Jesus writes
on the ground and then tells them, “Let anyone of you who is without sin
be the first to throw a stone at her.” After the woman’s accusers leave,
Jesus tells her, “Go now and leave your life of sin.”

It’s a story of grace and mercy.

The Chinese textbook, though, changes the ending, according to UCA
News. The textbook says, “When the crowd disappeared, Jesus stoned
the sinner to death saying, ‘I, too, am a sinner. But if the law could only
be executed by men without blemish, the law would be dead.’”

ATTENTION!!!! Your powerful prayers attack the dark powers. God will
protect us when we do so, but we must ask for it… Jesus taught us to
pray in the Lord’s prayer, “Deliver us from the evil one” (Matthew
6:13), please don’t neglect this!

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From the Pastor’s Heart:
How’s Your Soul?

"And what do you benefit if you gain the whole world but lose
your own soul? Is anything worth more than your soul?"—Jesus
Matthew 16:26 When the soul is weak our feelings, thoughts, and
decisions distance us from God. The soul is of extreme value. How
seriously do we care for our souls? Acts 14:22, Paul and Barnabas were
“strengthening the souls of the disciples,” How do you make
someone’s soul stronger? Follow the text: First was, “encouraging
them to continue in the faith.” Tired faith needs encouragement. A
strengthened soul is steady; not a one-time decision, a lifelong
commitment; putting Jesus first. “…and saying that through many
tribulations we must enter the kingdom of God” (verses 22). A
strong soul doesn’t run from difficulty, chooses God’s kingdom over
personal comfort. 1 Samuel 30:6 is about strength in God and Psalm
119:28 is about soul strength coming he word. The strong soul sends
feelings and emotions first to God, then after lining them up with His will,
uses them to motivate one self and others to do God’s thing. The strong
soul has a disciplined thought life as in Philippians 4:8. “whatever is
true, whatever is honorable, whatever is just, whatever is pure,
whatever is lovely, whatever is commendable, if there is any
excellence, if there is anything worthy of praise,think about
these things.” It is a soul that makes consistent decisions for God as in
Joshua 24:15, “Choose this day whom you will serve, but as for
me and my house, we will serve the LORD.” Christian living is
caring for our own soul and then strengthening others’ souls.
